There could be unintended consequences that
may potentially interfere with our work.
Dr. Lee said that the ripple effects could be huge.
He asked for feedback on whether everyone goes
up to three representatives or we allow individual
divisions.
Comment: Dr. Davis said that this is a seismic
change and needs further discussion.
Comment: Kathryn Mitchell agreed. She sees a lot
of consequences. It needs to be approached with
deliberation and data.
Comment: Travis Lee said that the CTE local
industry is constantly changing and evolving. It
would make it much easier for AERO to have their
own representative for CTE.
Comment: Dr. Davis has some ideas on how to
address this issue and it will serve the CTE area
better.
Comment: Wendy said it’s not just CTE. They are
doing the work that four people used to do.
Comment: Riley Dwyer said this is a Senate issue.
Dr. Lee said that the Senate doesn’t make the
decision. We will need to have some people look
at it closer and bring it back to the committee.
