At the end of
the program you will retake the math assessment
with the opportunity to improve your math
placement.

Will I receive credit for completing the

You will not receive college credit for the
program. However, by completing the program
and improving your results on the AVC Math
Assessment you can save yourself from having to
take additional remedial math classes which will
not count toward your college major.
