f. Content Review and Course Validation Process for Prerequisites (11-12 Agenda Item)

g. SLO Link in CurricUNET
Mrs. Linda Harmon also indicated that a lengthy discussion between the SLO committee and AP&P has
occurred regarding the SLO link in CurricUNET, which currently goes to Weave directly. The need to have true
link between SLO and COR is now needed so during the summer the new link will be added to CurricUNET.
This has become a bigger issue due to ADA compliance of our SLO Web site since the SLOs linked cannot be
read by screen readers. Mrs. Harmon stated the only problem is how to get the currently approved SLOs
uploaded into CurricUNET. Dean Cowell suggested that classified staff from each area enter the previously
approved SLOs. Mrs. Sharon Lowry stated this is the role and responsibility of faculty and therefore they
should enter their own SLOs. Dean Cowell indicated that faculty leave during the summer and won’t be
available to do the data entry. Berkley Price felt it is not equitable to require faculty to enter SLOs in
CurricUNET especially for those areas that have over 20 courses. Mrs. Harmon indicated that the new
requirement is that SLOs are reviewed, revised and approved again by the SLO committee prior to AP&P
review and approval of new or revised Course Outlines of Record. Since this is the case, SLOs need to be
entered into CurricUNET so the information can be tracked and the AP&P agenda can be created correctly. In
order to assure this is completed and in place for Fall 2013 implementation, faculty need to do their part and
enter their SLOs as they are revising their courses.

5. ACTIONITEM
a. Early Childhood Education, AS-T
A motion was made and seconded to approve the new program development AS-T in Early Childhood
Education. Mrs. Linda Harmon indicated the program is listed in CurricUNET for all to review and Ms. Ande
Sanders in here to answer questions. After a brief moment it was noted that the advisory minutes need to be
attached in CurricUNET and a paragraph that references LA College needs to be revised. Motion carried
pending revision.

b. LAS Degree Responsibility — Request to allow course to determine responsible dean
A motion was made and seconded to approve the LAS degree responsibility being moved to the division areas.
Dean Trimble stated she would have Dr. Grishman type up a process of how this will now be handled. Motion
carried.

c. Repeatability - MUS and MUSC
A motion was made and seconded to approve the course families noted on the attached memo. Mrs. Sharon
Lowry asked if we have any other voice classes. Mr. Berkley Price stated we only offer these two. Mrs. Lowry
stated that she feels we are very much on the right track with repeatability. The Chancellor’s Office sent an
email to all Presidents cautioning creativity with repeatability. She indicated to President Marquez that we are
on track. Motion carried.
