Course Repeatability” was distributed to committee members. It was pointed out that page #9 of the document
states that districts must retain supporting documentation that verifies that the repetition is necessary to meet the
major requirements of CSU or UC for completion of a bachelor’s degree and Dr. Grishman pointed out that the
required document has to be from the CSU or UC. Committee members discussed the difference between

repeatability for academic versus physical education courses.
