Carol noted that the close relationship between the committee and the Department of Institutional
Effectiveness, Research and Planning has existed since the inception of the committee.

The committee reviewed both the annual and comprehensive templates. Several minor changes are being
proposed to make the templates, and therefore the self-study process, more effective. Another draft
integrating today’s discussion will be distributed to committee members this week.

The issue of defining a “program” remains unresolved. The current structure, adjusting for the recent
campus re-org, will be utilized in 2014-2015. Transfer majors and other changes may help guide future
discussions. Fredy recommended that reports should be posted on discipline/division/department websites
because ACCJC wants the information visible and easily accessed by students.

Meeta said she wants to provide meaningful data, not tons of data, to programs. DIERP will continue to
evaluate district data needs.

Les noted that the Chancellor is looking for Student Equity reports and we have reactivated that committee.
We have 2013-2014 annual reports posted in several places in WEAVE because we had overlapping
windows in the fall. To alleviate that problem this coming fall we will tell writers to write their annual
reports in Word and then move them to WEAVE on/after Oct 1. That will allow us to post outcome action
plans through September 30.
