Cleveland | Management, Terry Cleveland.

Approval of Previous All The minutes from February 20, 2019, were approved with a
Minutes of (Date). motion by Jared Simmons and a second by Louis Lucero.
IV.  Old Business Issues Discussed:
Terry 1. Terry informed the committee that all First Aid Kits, tourniquet

Cleveland | boxes and SDS signs have been installed. An updated list of all
First Aid Kit, Tourniquet and SDS QR Code locations was provided
to each member and is attached hereto.

Susie 2. Susie Herman gave a status report on CPR/AED courses which
Herman | were offered since the last Safety Committee meeting in
February. Two days of CPR/AED training and two days of First Aid
training were held in February. 50 people participated in the
CPR/AED training and 25 people participated in the First Aid
training. Additional CPR/AED training has been scheduled for
May 7" and May 8. There are 60 spaces available to all
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employees. No First Aid training will be offered in May due to a
diminished interest in the First Aid Training.

Jared 3. Jared gave a status on water overspray by sprinklers on the
Simmons | northeast side of the BE building, indicating that a broken
sprinkler in that area has been corrected. There was also a
domestic water leak nearby, which has also been corrected, but is
being monitored.

Jared 4. Jared discussed the placement of Safety Data Sheet QR Codes
Simmons | at District locations. He indicated that the QR Codes have been
posted in areas that have a lot of materials (mostly labs) along
with other common areas around the campus. The QR Codes
near the labs and areas that have a lot of materials are specific to
those areas, whereas other QR Codes that have been placed in
common areas will give access to campus wide SDS information.

Ryan 1. Ryan Johnson posed a few questions about security cameras
Johnson | and if they were going to be installed in the parking lots. Jared
indicated that ITS has a large plan for cameras throughout the
campus eventually. It is an ongoing effort. Parking lots are on
the list, but not on the top of the list. The new buildings will have
them in the original construction. Parking lots will be done after
the buildings are done at some time in the future.

Ryan 2. Ryan reported observing water on the pathway in between the
Johnson | BE building and SSV and that the sprinklers are squirting too high.
He also observed the doors in APL are open after 2:00 p.m. on
Saturdays. Jared indicated that he will turn in work requests to
address the sprinkler overspray and the door issues.

Safety Committee Meeting 4-17-2019 Report on Emergency Drill Program for AVC

2-25-2019 Emergency Evacuation Drills of Drill Zones 2 & 4 (DZ 2 = FA1-FA4, PA, NORTH & SOUTH ATHLETIC
FIELDS, MS1-4, T850-1; DZ 4 = LH, OF1, GYM, T800, SA, S1 - S9, SR, SBS, TE6, TES):

DAYTIME DRILL RESULTS - It took only 10 minutes 15 seconds from the time the alarms were sounded to the time the "All
Clear" was given. This represents a new record for the Drill Zone 2 & 4 Daytime Emergency Evacuation Drilll For the
daytime drill last year (2018), which was a semi-announced drill, it took 15 minutes from the time the alarms were sounded to
the time the "All Clear" was given. This compares to 12 minutes 15 seconds for the daytime drill in 2017 and 18 minutes for
the semi-announced daytime drill in 2016 and 14 minutes 30 seconds for the daytime drill in 2015.

NIGHTTIME DRILL RESULTS - It took only 7 minutes 15 seconds from the time the alarms were sounded to the time the "All
Clear" was given. This represents a new record for the Drill Zone 2 & 4 nighttime Emergency Evacuation Drilll For the
nighttime drill last year (2018), which was a semi-announced drill, it took 8 minutes 3 seconds from the time the alarms were
sounded to the time the "All Clear" was given. This compares to 10 minutes 20 seconds for the nighttime drill in 2017 and
16 minutes for the semi-announced nighttime drill in 2016 and 19 minutes for the nighttime drill in 2015.

Note: The following buildings were not occupied during the nighttime drill or during the previous years' nighttime drill: SOAR
High School.

March 6, 2019 Emergency Evacuation Drills of the Palmdale Center (entire Center)

DAYTIME DRILL RESULTS

It took only 3 minutes 30 seconds from the time the alarms were sounded to the time the "All Clear" was given to evacuate
both Buildings A and B! No anomalies were observed.

However, due to rain and several deep (2" to 3") and wide channels of runoff in the parking lot between the buildings and the
Evacuation Assembly Area, we performed an "abbreviated" drill by having evacuating personnel congregate in the common
areas inside the front ends of Buildings "A" and "B" rather than traveling to the Evacuation Assembly Area in the southern
perimeter of the parking lot.

Last year (2018) was the first time that we performed a daytime evacuation drill at our new Palmdale Center and it was a
complete drill in which the participants traversed to the Evacuation Assembly Area in the southern perimeter of the parking
lot. That drill took 6 minutes from the time the alarms were sounded to the time the "All Clear" was given.

NIGHTTIME DRILL RESULTS

Although Building A was not occupied and, therefore, not part of the evacuation drill, it took only 3 minutes 46 seconds from
the time the alarms were sounded to the time the "All Clear" was given to evacuate Building B. No anomalies were
observed. However, due to remaining rain puddles in the parking lot en route to the Evacuation Assembly Area, we
performed an "abbreviated" drill as was done with the morning drill today.

Last year (2018) was the first time that we performed a nighttime evacuation drill at our new Palmdale Center and it was a
complete drill in which the participants traversed to the Evacuation Assembly Area in the southern perimeter of the parking
lot. That drill took 6 minutes from the time the alarms were sounded to the time the "All Clear" was given.
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March 19, 2019 - Lock Down Drills (aka Active Shooter Drills) — Main Campus (entire campus) — 10:20 AM to 10:35
AM and again from 7:30 PM to 7:45 PM.

DAYTIME DRILL RESULTS - 17 incidents of non-compliance were noted during this drill. This compares to the following
incidents on non-compliance noted during previous daytime drills: 25 on March 14, 2018; 44 on March 14, 2017: 31 on
March 16, 2016; 39 on March 3, 2015.

NIGHTTIME DRILL RESULTS - There were 9 incidents of non-compliance were noted during this drill. This compares to the
following incidents on non-compliance noted during previous nighttime drills: 12 on March 14, 2018; 25 on March 14, 2017;
29 on March 16, 2016; 32 on March 3, 2015.

4-17-2019 Emergency Evacuation Drills — Drill Zones 5 & 7 (DZ 5 = LS1, LS2, ME, OF2, OF3, SS1, TE1, TE2, DZ 7 = UH,
UHO001) — Sometime during the week of April 15, 2019 — This is the area for this semester that has the semi-surprise drills for
which we announce only the week of the drills and not the specific date(s) and times.

DAYTIME DRILL RESULTS - It took 12 minutes from the time the alarms were sounded to the time the “All Clear” was given
for this semi-announced drill. For the daytime drill last year (2018), for which the date and time were pre-announced, it took
10 minutes 13 seconds from the time the alarms were sounded to the time the “All Clear” was given. This compares to 10
minutes for the daytime drill in 2017 which was a semi-announced drill and 13 minutes for the fully pre-announced daytime
drill in 2016 and 13 minutes for the semi-announced daytime drill in 2015.
