Adjunct instructors are hired on a semester basis and are paid per lecture hour equivalent (LHE). The total semester salary is divided into 5 equal paychecks over the semester beginning in October for the fall semester and March for the spring semester. 

Introduction:

This position involves a teaching assignment in pre-collegiate and/or collegiate chemistry courses. 

Required Minimum Qualifications:
Must meet one of the following:

· Minimum Qualification for Faculty in California Community Colleges (7th edition)

Master’s in chemistry OR bachelor’s in chemistry or biochemistry AND master’s in biochemistry, chemical engineering, chemical physics, physics, molecular biology, or geochemistry OR the equivalent.
· Academic Senate Equivalency: 
No current equivalency. 

· Credentials:

A Californian community college Credential in the discipline, valid for life, may be considered for purposes of qualifications.

AND sensitivity to and understanding of the diverse academic, socioeconomic, cultural, disability, and ethnic backgrounds of community college students.

Desirable Qualifications:
· Competency to teach Introductory, General and Organic Chemistry lecture and laboratory courses normally taught in a Community College or lower division of a college or university.

· Knowledge of and ability to introduce innovative methods and strategies, including PC supported computer technology, to instruction in chemistry.

· Previous college level teaching experience and/or graduate teaching assistantships in chemistry. 

· Evidence of, and commitment to, working as part of a team.

Duties:
· Instruct students in the assigned discipline.  

· Assignment may include teaching courses during the day, evening, and/or off-campus sites.
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ADJUNCT HIRING POOL

Antelope Valley College accepts applications for its adjunct hiring pool on an on-going basis. Applications will be reviewed in accordance with the District's Adjunct hiring procedure.   Upon approval the application will be placed in the hiring pool.  The minimum qualifications required to teach in a discipline are in accordance with the California Community College Minimum Qualifications for Faculty. Please do not state "See Résumé" on any part of the application.  Blank spaces or illegible entries may be cause for rejection of the application.  The District will not return application materials submitted.

2. A personal résumé.

3. Two current signed and dated letters of recommendation from individuals having knowledge of your professional experience. 

4. Transcripts* of all college work from an accredited institution.  (Unofficial transcripts or photocopies will be accepted to establish the application file).  Official transcripts will be required if the candidate is offered the position. 

*Note: Any degree from a country other than the U.S., including Great Britain and Canada, must     be evaluated by a professional evaluation service.

5. For those disciplines with established Academic Senate’s approved equivalency, complete the Supplemental Equivalency Request form (attached).
