Master’s degree in speech, speech broadcasting, telecommunications, rhetoric, communication, communication studies, speech communication, or organizational communication OR a bachelor’s 

degree in any of the above AND a master’s in drama/theater arts, mass communication, or English.

· Academic Senate’s approved Equivalency (Approved: March 18, 2010, Academic Senate Meeting) 

Any combination of bachelor’s degree in the following: film, drama/theatre arts, linguistics, rhetoric, mass communication, communications, journalism, broadcasting, television, film, media studies, English, literature, composition, marketing, public relations, business, telecommunications(s), AND  a master’s degree in one of the listed fields to include 24 semester units of Communication Studies courses with 18 of those units at the upper division level.
· Credential(s)
A California Community Credential in the discipline, valid for life, may be considered for purposes of minimum qualifications.

Please do not state "See Résumé" on any part of the application.  Blank spaces or illegible entries may be cause for rejection of the application.  The District will not return application materials submitted.

2. A personal résumé.

3. Two current signed and dated letters of recommendation from individuals having knowledge of your professional experience. 
4. Transcripts* of all college work from an accredited institution.  (Unofficial transcripts or photocopies will be accepted to establish the application file).  Official transcripts will be required if the candidate is offered the position. 

*Note: Any degree from a country other than the U.S., including Great Britain and Canada, must     be evaluated by a professional evaluation service.

5. For those disciplines with established Academic Senate’s approved equivalency, complete the Supplemental Equivalency Request form (attached).
