Dr. Tumbaga, brought up the need for guidance for faculty pertaining to 
HyFlex in the Spring 2022 semester.  It was stated that faulty that had 
concerns with how to tech in HyFlex reach out to ITS and take the training that 
is offered.  For the spring semester there has been more latitude given to the 
faculty.  They could choose not to use HyFlex in their class and be face to face 
only, they could also give the student class day requirements if they were 
teaching in HyFlex.
