The campus has several areas in various

stages of construction with limited pedestrian access.

brick wall is a recommendation from a prior inspection. The barrier is intended to prevent
pedestrian injury as pedestrians step onto the path without looking. The pathway is frequently used
by utility carts and pedesttians.

Location: Walkway between portables and Fine Arts front entrance (Photo 6)

Recommendation: The damaged transition tamp creates a trip fall hazard. The ADA transition
ramp is split and tends to separate when weight is applied on the opposite side. The site should
consider placing the damaged ramp to reduce trip fall risk near the access ramp.

Location: The damaged itrigation sprinklet near the bookstore’s loading area (Photo 7)
Recommendation: The damaged irrigation system allows water waste and cteates a slip fall hazard.
‘The broken sprinkler should be replaced to stop water waste and allow the walkway to dry.

Location: Wooden pallets staged near bookstore loading area (Photo 8)

Recommendation: The practice of storing wood pallets near trees and exterior walls creates an
arson opportunity. As recommended in prior inspections, bookstore personnel should consider
storing wood pallets away from the building.

Location: SSV extetior staits (Photo 9)
Recommendation: Damaged extetior front and back stairs create a trip fall hazard. The concrete
steps have several cracks and large chips which create an uneven walking surface. The steps should

be resurfaced or replaced to reduce pedestrian trip fall hazard.

Location: Fire lane near CDC play area (Photo 10)
Recommendation: The fire lane near the CDC building is also frequently used by pedestrians.
Three large holes approximately 127 x 12” stretch across the fire lane and create a trip fall hazard.

The holes should be covered to reduce the risk of pedestrian injuries.
