Interpreter Training focuses on developing and utilizing American Sign Language skills to provide communication access for 
persons who are Deaf or Hard-Of-Hearing. Students who complete the associate degree have enhanced employability working with the Deaf 
community in settings such as social work and education. They are well prepared for full-time, permanent positions rather than temporary, 
on-call positions.
