(2) A bachelor’s degree in education, English, linguistics, applied linguistics, any
foreign language, composition, bilingual/bicultural studies, reading, or speech; and
a certificate in teaching English as a second language, which may be completed
concurrently during the first year of employment as a noncredit instructor.

(3) A bachelor’s degree with any of the majors specified in subparagraph (2) above;
and one year of experience teaching ESL in an accredited institution; and a
certificate in teaching English as a second language, which may be completed
concurrently during the first two years of employment as a noncredit instructor.

(4) Possession of a fulltime, clear California Designated Subjects Adult Education
Teaching Credential authorizing instruction in ESL.

(F) For a noncredit course in health and safety, a bachelor’s degree in health science, health
education, biology, nursing, dietetics, or nutrition; or an associate degree in any of those
subjects, and four years of professional experience related to the subject of the course taught.

(9) For a noncredit course in home economics, a bachelor’s degree in home economics, life
management, family and consumer studies, dietetics, food management interior design, or
clothing and textiles; or an associated degree in any of those subjects, and four years of
professional experience related to the subject of the course taught.

(h) For a noncredit course intended for older adults, either pattern (1) or pattern (2)

following:

(1) A bachelor’s degree with a major related to the subject of the course taught, and
either (A) or (B) below:

(A) Thirty hours or two semester units of course work or class work in
understanding the needs of the older adult taken at an accredited institution of
higher education or approved by the district. This requirement may be
completed concurrently during the first year of employment as a noncredit
instructor.

(B) One year of professional experience working with older adults.
