3.  Completion of the requirements for the associate degree with a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 in the
degree-applicable courses.

 While a course may satisfy more than one general education requirement, it may not be counted more than once for
these purposes. A course may be used to satisfy both a general education requirement and a major or area of emphasis requirement.

If a course is listed as a prerequisite for another course, that prerequisite course must be completed with a satisfactory
grade in order to enroll in the next course. A satisfactory grade is a grade of “A,” “B,” “C” or “P”. Students who enroll in classes for
which they do not meet the prerequisites will be involuntarily dropped. Students will be notified of this involuntary drop.
