A student on a continued status will be allowed to enroll in classes listed on the
Student Educational Plan for the following term; however, units will be limited. Additionally,
a counseling appointment is required every semester until a minimum cumulative AVC GPA
of 2.00 and a minimum of 51% completion rate is achieved.

In the event that the above academic/progress criteria is not achieved, the student will be
dismissed from Antelope Valley College for one consecutive semesters before he or she will
be permitted to submit a request for reinstatement.

If approved all students must attend a mandatory reinstatement workshop by July 29, 2019.
